Column 1 amount equals the amount reported on Page 3, Line 27, Column 3 less Column 4.  
 
Line 43 – Cumulative Effect of Changes in Accounting Principles 
 

Exclude: Corrections of errors in previously issued financial statements. Report 
corrections of errors on Line 47, Aggregate Write-ins for Gains and Losses in 
Surplus. 
 
Changes in accounting estimates. A change in accounting estimate is included in 
the Statement of Revenue and Expenses. 

 
Line 44.1 – Capital Paid In 
 

Include: Par or stated value of shares issued or retired by company during the period.  
 

Only when issued stock increases/(decreases) should this line 
increase/(decrease). The amount included in this line will be the par value. 

 
Refer to SSAP No. 15, Debt and Holding Company Obligations, and SSAP No. 72, Surplus and Quasi-
reorganizations, for accounting guidance. 

 
Line 44.2 – Capital Transferred from Surplus (Stock Dividend) 
 

Include: The increase in capital resulting from a stock dividend (corresponding to the 
decrease in surplus shown on Line 45.2). 

 
NOTE: The sum of lines 44.1 through 44.3 should equal the change between years from Liabilities page, lines 24 and 

25, current year minus prior year. 
 
Line 45.1 – Surplus Adjustments Paid In 
 

Include: The difference between the par or stated value and the price of shares issued or 
retired by the company during the period 

 Amounts contributed during the period.  
 
This should equal the change between years from Liabilities page, line 26, column 1 minus column 2. 
Refer to SSAP No. 72, Surplus and Quasi-reorganizations, for accounting guidance. 

 
Line 45.2 – Surplus Transferred to Capital (Stock Dividend) 
 

Include: The decrease in surplus resulting from a stock dividend (corresponding to 
increase in capital shown on Line 44.2). 

 
Line 46 – Dividends to Stockholders  
 

Report cash dividends declared for the current year-to-date.  
 

Include: Dividends on allocated employee stock ownership plan shares. 
 
Exclude: Dividends on unallocated employee stock ownership plan shares. 

 
Line 47 – Aggregate Write-ins for Gains or (Losses) in Surplus 
 

Include: Other gains and losses in surplus not included in Lines 21 through 31. Include 
items such as net proceeds from life insurance on employees.  
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Corrections of errors in previously issued financial statements. 
 
Changes in the additional minimum pension liability. Refer to SSAP No. 89, Accounting 
for Pensions, A Replacement of SSAP No. 8, for accounting guidance. 

 
Exclude: Cumulative effect of changes in accounting principles. The effect of changes in 

accounting principles should be reported on the Cumulative Effect of Changes in 
Accounting Principles line. 

 
Changes in accounting estimates. A change in accounting estimate should be included in 
the Statement of Revenue. 

 
Line 49 – Capital and Surplus End of Reporting Period 
 

Column 1 amount equals the amount reported on Page 3, Line 31, Column 3.

Include: Items not covered in the other Capital and Surplus categories.

Line 2 – Increase (Decrease) by Adjustment 
 

Report the total amount of year-to-date noncash increases and decreases in adjusted carrying value (excluding 
accrued interest). 

 
Line 3 – Cost of Acquired 
 

Report the actual cost, net of encumbrances and net of additions and permanent improvements. 
 
Line 5 – Total Profit (Loss) on Sales 
 

Report the profit (loss) on sales of real estate. 
 
Line 6 – Increase (Decrease) by Foreign Exchange Adjustment 
 

Report the unrealized foreign exchange gain or loss on a year-to-date basis. 
 
Line 8 – Book/Adjusted Carrying Value At End of Current Period 
 

Report the book/adjusted carrying value of real estate owned as of the end of the reporting quarter.  
 
Line 9 – Total Valuation Allowance 
 

Report as a negative number, the aggregate outstanding valuation allowance related to impaired real estate. 
 
Line 11 – Total Nonadmitted Amounts 
 

Report the adjustment for nonadmitted amounts related to real estate loans. 
 
Include: The amount of the portfolio that is in excess of any investment limitation. 

 
Line 12 – Statement Value, Current Period 
 

Report the statement value of real estate owned as of the end of the reporting quarter. This should agree with 
Page 2, Column 3. 
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Column 4 – Name of Reinsurer 
 

All companies should be listed in alphabetical order within the appropriate group or category 
designation (use only category designations required)

Column 5 – Location 

 
For each domestic reinsurer or U.S. branch listed, the column should be completed with the 
domiciliary jurisdiction – city and state. For alien reinsurers, the column should be completed with the 
country where the alien is domiciled. 

 
Column 6 – Type of Reinsurance Ceded 
 

Use the following abbreviations to identify the plan and type of reinsurance. For example, group 
coinsurance with funds withheld should be identified as COFW/G. (If there is more than one type of 
reinsurance in the same reinsurance company, show each type on a separate line.) The type should be 
entered in all capital letters, and ALL reinsurance types must be followed by /G (for Group) or /I (for 
Individual). For example, group specific stop loss for hospital only should be identified as SSL/L/G. 
 
Abbreviations: Individual – I; Group – G; Catastrophe – CAT; Yearly renewable term – YRT; 
Coinsurance – CO; Modified coinsurance – MCO; Coinsurance with funds withheld – COFW; 
Modified coinsurance with funds withheld – MCOFW; Combination coinsurance/modified 
coinsurance – COMB; Combination coinsurance/modified coinsurance with funds withheld – 
COMBW, Disability benefits – DIS; Accidental death benefit – ADB; Annuity coinsurance – ACO; 
Annuity modified coinsurance – AMCO; Annuity coinsurance with funds withheld – ACOFW; 
Annuity modified coinsurance with funds withheld – AMCOFW; Annuity combination 
coinsurance/modified coinsurance – ACOMB; Annuity combination coinsurance/modified coinsurance 
with funds withheld – ACOMBW, Hospital Only – L; All Medical Combined – A; Specific Stop Loss 
– SSL; Aggregate Stop Loss – ASL; Loss Ratio Stop Loss – LRSL; Quota Share – QA; Surplus 
Share – SS, Other reinsurance – OTH. 
 
NOTE: The insurance type should be entered in all capital letters. 

 
Column 7 – Is Insurer Authorized? (Yes or No) 
 

The determination of the authorized or unauthorized status of an insurer or reinsurer shall be based on 
the status of that insurer or reinsurer in the reporting company’s state of domicile. 
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SCHEDULE T – PREMIUMS AND OTHER CONSIDERATIONS 
 

CURRENT YEAR TO DATE – ALLOCATED BY STATES AND TERRITORIES 
 
All U.S. business must be allocated by state regardless of license status. Premiums are reported on a year-to-date written basis, gross 
of reinsurance. The explanation of the by-state allocation of premium should be detailed enough to determine consistency with state 
laws and regulations. 
 
Written premium is defined as the contractually determined amount charged by the reporting entity to the policyholder for the 
effective period of the contract based on the expectation of risk, policy benefits and expenses associated with the coverage provided 
by the terms of the insurance contract. For health contracts without fixed contract periods, premiums written will be equal to the 
amount collected during the reporting period plus uncollected premiums at the end of the period less uncollected premiums at the 
beginning of the period. 
 
Columns 2 
thru 9 – Direct Business Only Year to Date  
 

Display year-to-date direct premiums written by state. 
 

Include: Gross premiums, including policy and membership fees, less return premiums and 
premiums on policies not taken. 

 
Column 2 – Accident and Health Premiums 
 

Include: Policies providing stand alone Medicare Part D Prescription Drug Coverage. 
 

Exclude: Premiums reported in Column 3 through 7 and Column 9. 
 

Policies providing Medicare Part D Prescription Drug Coverage through a Medicare 
Advantage product. 

 
Column 3 – Medicare Title XVIII 
 

Include: Policies providing Medicare Part D Prescription Drug Coverage through a Medicare 
Advantage product. 

 
Exclude: Policies providing stand alone Medicare Part D Prescription Drug Coverage. 

 
Column 5 – Federal Employees Health Benefits Program Premiums 
 

Include: Premiums allocable to the Federal Employees Health Benefits Program that are exempted 
from state taxes or other fees by Section 8909(f)(1) of Title 5 of the United States Code. 

 
Column 6 – Life and Annuity Premiums and Other Considerations 
 

Include: Premiums for life insurance business. 
 
Column 7 – Property/Casualty Premiums 
 

Include: Premiums for property/casualty insurance business. 
 
Column 9 – Deposit Type Contracts 
 

Report deposits and other amounts for contracts without any mortality or morbidity risk. 
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Column 3 – Foreign  
 

Insert “D” for foreign securities that are denominated in a foreign currency (excluding Canadian 
currency). Insert “F” for securities issued in a foreign country that are denominated in U.S. dollars. 
Enter “C” for securities denominated in Canadian currency. Insert “U” for Canadian securities issued 
in U.S. but denominated in Canadian currency. Insert “I” for Canadian securities issued in U.S. and 
denominated in U.S. dollars. Insert “T” for Canadian securities denominated in any other foreign 
currency. Insert “O” for US securities issued in U.S. but denominated in any foreign currency other 
than Canadian. 

 
Column 4 – Date Acquired 
 

For public placements use trade date, not settlement date. For private placements, use funding date. 
Each issue of bonds or stocks acquired at public offerings on more than one date may be totaled on one 
line and the date of last acquisition inserted.  
 
For Class One Bond Mutual Funds and Exchange Traded Funds, enter date of last purchase. 

 
Column 5 – Name of Vendor 
 

The items with reference to each issue of bonds and stocks acquired at public offerings may be totaled 
in one line and the word “various” inserted. 

 
Column 7 – Actual Cost 

 
Include: Cost of acquiring the bond or stock, including broker’s commission and other 

related fees, to the extent they do not exceed the fair value at the date of 
acquisition.  

 
Transaction fees on repooling of securities, and reductions for origination fees 
intended to compensate the reporting entity for interest rate risks (i.e., points). 

 
Exclude: Accrued interest and dividends. 
 

All other costs, including internal costs or costs paid to an affiliated reporting 
entity related to origination, purchase or commitment to purchase bonds shall be 
charged to expense when incurred. 

 
For Class One Bond Mutual Funds and Exchange Traded Funds, enter aggregate purchase price, 
normally the price per share times the number of shares purchased. 

 
Column 8 – Par Value 
 

For single class and multi-class mortgage-backed/asset-backed securities, enter the par amount of 
principal purchased on a security on which the reporting entity has a claim. For interest-only bonds 
without a principal amount on which the reporting entity has a claim, use a zero value. Enter the 
minimum guaranteed par value for bonds with adjustable principal. An interest-only bond with a small 
par amount of principal would use that amount. 
 
For preferred stock, enter par value per share of stock, if any. 
 
For Class One Bond Mutual Funds and Exchange Traded Funds, enter 0. 

 
Column 9 – Paid for Accrued Interest and Dividends 
 

For Class One Bond Mutual Funds and Exchange Traded Funds, enter amount of dividends on shares 
acquired between the dividend declaration date and the ex-dividend date. 
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Column 10 – NAIC Designation or Market Indicator  
 

Enter the NAIC designation or market indicator at the end of the quarter for each security shown. For the 
meaning and applicability of suffixes and designations, please refer to the most recent version of the Purposes 
and Procedures Manual of the NAIC Securities Valuation Office (Part 3). 

 
Long Term Bond NAIC Designations: 

 
Insert the NAIC designation for such security printed in the Valuation of Securities. Any NAIC Designation that 
is not obtained from the current edition of the Valuation of Securities or its Supplement and that is entered by 
the reporting entity under its own judgment shall have the letter Z appended to the designation. 

 
For Class One Bond Mutual Funds and Exchange Traded Funds, enter 1.
