The Speed to Market (EX) Task Force adopted changes to the
SERFF Uniform Product Coding Matrices to incorporate the new types and subtypes of insurance created by MIPPA. The
SERFF revisions are effective as of July 1, 2009, to provide insurers sufficient time to file the products, receive appropriate
approvals and ensure consumers have adequate time to evaluate and select new and compliant products prior to the 2010
effective date.

The Executive (EX) Committee by electronic vote adopted the changes to the SERFF Uniform Product Coding Matrix
(Attachment A) to comply with the MIPPA mandated filing requirements for Medicare supplement policy products.

Plan, implement and coordinate communications and activities with other state, federal, local, and
international government organizations to advance the goals of the NAIC and promote
understanding of state insurance regulation—-Essential

Review all requests for development of model laws and give approval of those requests if it is
determined the mandated criteria has been satisfied. Reporting at each national meeting is required
on model laws approved for development—Essential
